
Marla‛s House of Hope 
- Home Rules - 

1. Visitors are not allowed access to confidential records of Children in the care of 
Marla‛s House of Hope. 

2. Visitors are prohibited from inquiring about specific information concerning the 
identity - family background, names of parents, etc. - of a Child or about the 
particulars of their Family Services case history. 

3. Visitors are not to roam around the Home unless escorted by either a designated 
chaperone or a Home employee. 

4. Visitors are to dress appropriately at all times.  Short shorts, sports bras, bike 
shorts, or any other revealing clothing are not allowed. 

5. Visitors are to conduct themselves professionally at all times. Foul language or 
loud talking is not appropriate.  Running or playing in the house is not appropriate 
either. 

6. Visitors are prohibited from taking photographs of the Children. 
7. Physical display of affection (such as holding hands, sitting on each other‛s laps, 

kissing, etc.) is not permissible within the visiting group or between the visiting 
group and residents. 

8. At no time is a visitor allowed to be alone in a one-on-one situation with a Child. 
9. Visitors are not allowed to take a Child outside the gated area without prior 

permission from the House Mother. 
10. Visitors are not permitted to take Children off site for any reason.  For off site 

events, MHOH will ensure the safe arrival/departure and proper supervision of 
the Children for such events. 

11. No visitors are allowed to be on property grounds outside of posted visitor‛s 
hours. 

12. No DVD/VHS will be shown to the Children without prior approval of the House 
Mother. 

13. No money of any amount is to be given to a Child or worker of MHOH.  All 
donations are to be administered through the House Mother. 

14. No gifts of any kind are to be given directly to a Child without prior approval of 
the House Mother. 

15. Any food items, treats, or candy brought to the Home for the Children must be 
pre-approved by the House Mother. 

16. At all times, drugs, alcoholic beverages, cigarettes, and any other form of tobacco 
products are absolutely forbidden on the premises of Marla‛s House of Home.
